Consultants that are scouting fields for their clients can easily enter this data online through a range of available data wizards using the online notebook. Not only does the data get saved as another layer in your account, but it is fully integrated and connected. Additionally, all growing season related data, such as weather, crop events, practices and more, can also be entered into the account using the same set of data wizards.  
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
